GUIDELINES FOR APPLICANTS FOR

THE JACK CAREY SCHOLARSHIP FOR

THE COOK COUNTY PUBLIC DEFENDER’S OFFICE

1. The scholarship requires a commitment as an intern or extern at the Cook County Public Defender’s Office for one semester (Fall, Spring, or Summer).
2. Each intern or extern is expected to work a minimum of 15 hours per week during the designated semester.
3. Every scholarship applicant must be currently enrolled at an accredited law school.
4. The scholarship is available only to those law students eligible for a license pursuant to Illinois Supreme Court Rule 711 (i.e., 2nd and 3rd year students only).
5. A total of three scholarship stipends, each in the amount of $2500 may be awarded every school year (one per semester).
6. Scholarship awards must be used toward educational expenses such as tuition, books and fees.
7. In order to be considered for the scholarship, each applicant must complete the accompanying application.
8. Winners of previous Jack Carey scholarships are ineligible to apply again.
9. Selection of the winner is entirely at the discretion of the JCSF selection committee; the selection committee reserves the right to alter scholarship fund distribution as needed.
10. Successful applicants will show proficiency in the areas of legal research and writing, trial advocacy, and a commitment to representing those most in need.
